Tests and Quizzes




 Quizzes will be given every three to four sections that we cover in class.  All 

          quizzes will be announced so that you can adjust your study schedule 

       accordingly. If you are absent on the day of a quiz, I will use the next test 

       percentage to replace that grade.  For example, if you miss a 10 question 



quiz and score 72% on the next test, I will enter 7 points for your quiz grade.


If you are absent on the day of a test, it is your responsibility to make up the

test within one week following your return.   If the test is not taken within one week following your return you will receive a zero for that test.   Make up tests must be made up during the study hall period unless other arrangements are made. 


All tests and quizzes must be completed in pencil and on graph paper.

No retakes or corrections will be allowed for any test or quiz.
